Sola Scriptura (only Scripture)? 
Also Tradition: “Stand firm and hold fast to the traditions” (2Thess 2:15). 
“No prophecy of scripture… is a matter of personal interpretation” (2Pet 1:20; cf. Acts 15:28). 
Popes? Jesus said: “Peter..., be the shepherd to my sheep!” (cf. John 21:16)
Hierarchy and validly ordained priesthood? “Whoever listens to you listens 
to me. Whoever rejects you rejects me. And whoever rejects me rejects the one who sent me”
